Lincolnshire Garage Sale Coming Up.

Did you know that Lincolnshire’s ministry to Haiti oper-
ates under the name of Mustard Seed Ministries?  The name
Mustard Seed Ministries was chosen because the potential for
greatness contained within the tiny mustard seed is represen-
tative of the great things God can do with our small gifts of
sacrifice.  It’s been my experience that ANY seed planted in
Haiti through even the smallest act of love will produce a
life-changing harvest.  If you have
friends outside the Lincolnshire fam-
ily that might be interested in our
work with the children and families
of Haiti, there are brochures avail-
able in the hallway outside the
church office that describes our min-
istry there.  Please feel free to pick
some up and share them with folks
outside the church!

In February, I traveled to Haiti to
hold a teaching seminar with the
VBS helpers for the upcoming sum-
mer program.  What a wonderful trip
I had!  The country was calm, after
having successfully chosen a new
and democratically elected president. There is a feeling of
hope and a sense of renewal throughout the country.  This
was the first time in over four years that I felt fully at ease
traveling around the capital city.  Please continue to hold the
country of Haiti in your prayers as the coming months will be
crucial in determining the future of the country.  Many feel
that Haiti is teetering on the brink of becoming a failed state.

This may be her last chance for change and stability.   The
training seminar went very well.  I wish you all could meet
the wonderful group of people that are working with me in
Haiti.  They are bright, intelligent, enthusiastic, and dedi-
cated.  Over and over they asked me to convey their thanks to
the people back home that make this program possible for the
children in their churches.

You’re generous gifts have made
it possible for literally thousands of
children to participate in our summer
VBS program.  Additionally, your
gifts have made it possible to touch
lives in other ways, such as paying
tuition for children who otherwise
would not be able to go to school,
helping folks get desperately needed
medical attention, and even help with
housing! On April 16, we will be
collecting a special offering for the
ministry in Haiti. Due to the unex-
pected cancellation of last January’s
fundraiser, we are behind in our
fundraising from where we were last

year at this time.  Please prayerfully consider what God
would have you do at this time.  If you will not be attending
service on April 16, your contribution marked for “Haiti mis-
sion” can be made at any time between now and then.
Check the Haiti bulletin board outside the kitchen for
up-to-date information on fundraising as well as other infor-
mation about the happenings in Haiti.

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The Time to Build Programcontinues to be an ex-
citing project for our church! The Implementation Commit-
tee, the group responsible for actually overseeing and exe-
cuting the physical improvements, has continued to meet and
recruit volunteers, collect bids, and coordinate improve-
ments. At this time, these are the most exciting develop-
ments to share with Time to Build.

A Time to Build… A New Roof! The roof is complete!
We are excited that this new roof with 30-year shingles has
fixed the leakage problems, and was expertly installed with
no disruption to church programs.

A Time to Build… A New Baby Grand Piano!A part
of the chancel redesign included the purchase of a used baby
grand piano. When the Implementation Committee met, we
thought the procurement of the used piano would be the last
thing we do for the chancel area. However, a very generous
member of the congregation came forward and offered to
help pay for a brand-new piano of excellent quality. Our mu-
sic staff of Denise Schwaberow and Margaret Pletcher and
Reggie Berg all saw the piano and agreed that it was of out-
standing quality. So what we thought would be the last part
of chancel redesign has actually been completed first!
(Hmmm, the last becoming first…. Have we heard this be-
fore?) The piano will be brought to the building when the
chancel redesign is complete.

A Time to Build… Blueprints! We have been working
with an excellent architect who is providing blueprints for
the chancel area. Since we have to wait until we receive
these blueprints to actually begin the sanctuary improve-
ments, there has been no work done in the sanctuary (yet).

A Time to Build… Better Children’s Classrooms!The
terrific trio of Judi Henderson, Marilyn Drudge, and Mary
Ashworth have been hard at work planning the improve-
ments to the children’s Sunday School classrooms. So that
classes are not disturbed, most of the actual work on these
rooms will be accomplished over the summer. Look for
these improvement to be finished by Back to School Sunday
2006 (August 20).

As Pastor, I must say that every meeting with Judi,
Herb, and Eddie has been enjoyable and efficient! I re-
ally enjoy working with them! And thanks to the congre-
gation for your strong support for these important im-
provements!

Deep down, most of us want a deeper prayer life. But
we run into obstacles:

When do I find the time?
How do I find fresh ways to pray?
How can I find a place to pray?

Every year for Lent (the 30 days leading up to Easter)
our church has a special emphasis on the spiritual life. Of-
ten we study a book and share a meal together. Sometimes
we cooperate in a study with other congregations. This
year, we’re trying something different!

Each week we’ll meet in a different location for prayer,
meditation, fellowship, and a light meal. We will not have
any sermon or formal group discussion, but we will have
lots of creative prayer activities to participate in: from or-
gan music to singing bowls, from a prayer labyrinth to
Taize-style chants. (Don’t know what some of these
things are? Come and find out!) These experiences will be
similar to the prayer vigil we had at Lincolnshire in Octo-
ber of 2005. Each church will be open for you to come in
and pray for as long or as short as you would like, and no
preparation is necessary. You are welcome anytime be-
tween 4 and 6 PM, and free childcare will be provided.
