A Time to Build

The Time to Build Prograncontinues to be an
exciting project for our church! The Implementation Gom
mittee, the group responsible for actually overseeing and ex
ecuting the physical improvements, has continued to meet
and recruit volunteers, collect bids, and coordinate improve
ments. At this time, there is one very exciting develop
ment...

Better Bathrooms! TheTime to
Build project originally included the
repairing of leaks to the overflow
room and the upstairs restrooms.
However, with the congregational sur
vey in early 2006, it became clear that
there was a strong desire within the
congregation to go beyond restroom
repairs and actually make upgrades
the upstairs restrooms. In fact, the
section of the survey pertaining to
restrooms received more comments
from the congregation than any other
section! (The other sections related to
timing of chancel work, sanctuary
color, pew removal, and the sharing of survey results.)
While it was not practical to implement all suggestions, the
following is a breakdown of the surveylwith respect to what
upgrades are taking place:

Survey saysWhile all the questions on the survey per-
tained to the upstairs women'’s restroom only, several
people asked if improvements could be done to the up-
stairs men’s restroom as well.

What we’re doing: The upstairs men’s room is getting
many of the same improvements as the upstairs ladies’
room.

Survey says:Many people made statements wanting
more handicapped accessibility.

What we’re doing: We explored making the upstairs
restrooms handicapped accessible, but then found that
you can't even fit a wheelchair through the bathroom
door! Since we cannot make the upstairs restrooms
handicapped accessible, we're making improvements to
the basement handicapped restroom such as a new ceil

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ing, new coat of paint, new tile on the floor, and a new
sink.

Survey says:Many people requested larger toilets. A
few people requested quieter and more efficient vent
fans, stall doors that open out in the women’s restroom,
and vanities.

What we’re doing: Larger toilets are in
stalled, quieter vent fans have been in
stalled, and stall doors in the women’s
restroom now open out! Vanities will
be installed in upstairs restrooms.

Survey says:On the walls, paint or
wallpaper? Twice as many preferred
paint as wallpaper.

What we’re doing:Painting, as well as
adding a decorative border and crown
molding. (Yes, in the men’s room too)

At the time of writing, our plan is to

complete the restroom upgrades by early May if possible.
