Q&A:

Is this just about money?

This study is about the Biblical principle of “Stewardship.” Stewardship is about more than just money... it in
cludes how we develop our natural gifts and abilities, how we care for the earth and natural resources, and more.
But our finances are a major part of what Stewardship is about.

Why talk about Stewardship for five whole weeks?

The world tells us how to use our money 24 hours a day, 7 days a week: internet ads, television commercials,
shopping malls, billboard advertising, social pressure, product placement, government regulations, and more. The
truth is that the world never stops talking about how we should use our money! By comparison, five weeks of Bibli
cal study and honest discussion isn't all that much.

What if I'm not comfortable talking about money?

Some churches that talk about money do so in a way that can be manipulative, and motivate people to give
money to the church out of guilt. Prominent religious leaders have taken advantage of people financially, and have
given Christianity a bad name. And like the topic of sex, the topic of money can make us feel a little uncomfortable
at times. But if faithful Christians do not talk about how to relate faith and finances, the only people doing so will
be televangelists!

Who is providing leadership for this emphasis?

About every other year, our church does a Stewardship education campaign of some sort. This is headed by the
Stewardship Commission of the church, which is Marv Loutsenhizer, Stan Gorom, Bill Leverton, John Shull,
Jeremy Ashworth, and Steve Clapp. This year we are also getting coordination, ideas, and other help from Sara
Clapp and John Snider.

If we're talking about Stewardship

then | shouldn’t invite any friends to worship, right?

Wrong! Are you and your friends concerned about the selfishness and materialism you see? Are your friends
bothered by poverty, both in the world and in our community? Have you accumulated more “stuff’ than you really
need? For most people, the answer to those questions is “yes.” The Bible speaks to these things, and we would be
mistaken to assume that unchurched people don’t care about those things.

We've held cottage meetings (small group meetings in homes) in the past, will we be doing cottage meetings
again this year?

No. While cottage meetings are an excellent way to talk about Stewardship, this year we will be meeting to
gether in Sunday School classes. Turn to page eight to read about the Sunday School classes.

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From the Pastor...

Construction begins!

As | write this article, major work in the sanctuary has finally begun! After months of seeking bids, we have our
contractors for the major components of the chancel redesign!

Troutner Construction is the company that will be doing the demolition and construction work. They will re
move the fixed pulpit, lectern, modesty fences, and carpet. They will elevate the sides of the chancel area so that the
sides are on an equal elevation with the center area. They will also elevate the heating vents to the level of the new
flooring. They will also remove one pew and extend the sides of the chancel so there is more space on the chancel.
We had hoped that we would be able to modify the current pulpit and lectern so that they could be moved (instead of
being bolted down). However, this was not advisable due to the fact that both items flared at the top and tapered at
the bottom. Instead, Troutner will build a beautiful new pulpit and lectern in a “Mission” style designed by Design
Collaborative architectural firm. Troutner will also build a decorative wooden bulkhead to hide the housing for a re
tractable projection screen. (The organ speakers are hidden in much the same way.) Both the pulpit and lectern and
decorative bulkhead will match the color and design of the small, light-colored wooden beams at the top-center of
the east chancel wall.

Rider Productions, the A/V company that does the sound for the Embassy Theatre and a number of area
churches, will be installing a new sound system and a new projection system. They will be installing a locking
rolltop desk in the overflow room, which will be placed beside the current sound cabinet and will contain most of
the sound equipment. They will install an automatically retracting projection screen in the front and center of the
chancel area, hidden behind a decorative bulkhead. The projector will be out of the way, equipped with a
long-throw lens and mounted on the back wall of the sanctuary (below the current organ speaker). Speakers will be
installed on some beams in the sanctuary and in the overflow room, so that there is even sound no matter where you
sit.

Design Collaborative whose offices are located at the Barr Street Market downtown, has been our architectural
firm. Besides designing the new pulpit, lectern, and decorative bulkhead, they are now working to design mis
sion-style wooden valances that will eventually be installed above the rectangular stained glass windows. Not only
will these add to the beauty of the sanctuary, they will also hide manual blinds that can be used to darken windows.
They have also worked with contractors and subcontractors to help coordinate construction work.

How long will this take? Troutner and Rider have said that they expect to be finished in about 4 weeks. It will
take several more weeks to complete other aspects of the chancel redesign, such as painting, carpeting, upholstery
work, and moving in the new grand piano. (My best personal guess is that we can be done by the end of November
with this project... but I've been wrong before, so don't tell anyone | told you!) More information about these other
efforts will be coming soon!

Will we still be able to worship in the sanctuary?Yes. Obviously things will be under construction, but that
way we'll be able to see the progress! In the coming weeks, expect us to use the electronic keyboard more (because
it can be easily moved) and the organ and piano less (since they cannot be easily moved). In fact the organ will be
living safely in my office while the chancel work is being done, and Margaret Pletcher has offered to serenade me
on the organ while | work.
