The following items are needed for the
church food pantry.  If you’re interested
in donating, here’s what we are looking
for:  canned fish, canned fruit and
breakfast foods.  You can drop off the
items at the church office during the week
or put them in the box by the elevator on
Sunday  mornings.
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During the past several
months the Property
Commission has been working
on the grounds of the church
property.  Since last fall we
have been working to fix a leak
in the wall of the lower
northeast classroom.  This
summer we dug down to the
base of the foundation and

sealed a crack in the wall –both on the inside and the outside.
Another hard rain arrived in August and we found there was
a second crack, which was much smaller but also let in water.
We did not give up and have taken more steps to fix the
problem. This crack was sealed and then a small drainage
tile was installed under the window to quickly take away
water.  Next gutter guards were installed on that section of
the gutter so pine needles would not clog up the downspout.
To give the building further protection from the water
draining down along the north drive, more work was
required.  First the pavement on the north drive was sawed,
then a trench was dug and an 8’ drainage pipe was installed
which drains into an approximately four foot dry well.

When this is filled the water then drains into the
ditch.  We are hopeful this will solve the water
problem.

The other major project has been the removal
of trees that are dead or more than 70% dead.
Since last winter about six trees have been removed
plus one tree growing into the foundation of the
church.  In addition the electric company (I & M)
has removed approximately three more trees along
the north property line that were growing into their
power lines.

We have been working with the city to clean out
the ditch.  We have received communication that
they plan to start working on it this fall.  First they
plan to remove trees, bushes, and other plants that
would cause flooding and then as resources permit
will clean up the banks.  Due to the limited
resources of the City of Fort Wayne, they are
asking us to be patient and work with them as some
of the work will be done by people doing
community service time.
