Continuing the work of Jesus Peacefully Simply Together
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The difference in mood between Advent and
Lent could not be more stark. I look forward to
Advent, but I am hesitant about Lent, and for
good reason. Advent is about anticipation that
leads to new life. Lent is about the journey we
do not want Jesus to take because it will lead to
his death. I would rather sing, “ Away In a
Manger” than “Beneath the Cross of Jesus”any
day. Lent makes me hesitant because the
decision to follow Jesus forces me think about
things I don’t want to consider. It forces me to
see what I would rather not see. It will lead me
to people and places where, if I had my druth -
ers, I would just as soon not go.

Traditionally, the season of Lent is devoted
to reflection and soul searching. Lent is “time
out for time in,” slowing down, taking an
honest inward look at ourselves, and facing the
truth that we are numbered among the sheep
that have gone astray. Lent is always about
repentance and choosing Jesus’ way over our
own. Many people express this through the
discipline of “giving up” something for Lent.
This year, our Sunday worship at Lincolnshire
will focus on scriptures that deal with calling
back believers who, for whatever reason, have
fallen away.

The theme for the Sundays of Lent will be,
Holding On and Letting Go . This life-long
practice is mentioned in the book of
Ecclesiastes list of, “There is a time for every
matter under heaven… “a right time to hold
on, and another to let go (3:6).” The author,
Keith Miller uses the analogy of the trapeze to
describe what Christians are called to do.  You
stand high above the circus floor on a little
platform as the trapeze swings back and forth.
You are anxious, but as it swings back to you,
you grasp it and hold on tight, while below the
circus organ plays, “ The Daring Young Man on
the Flying Trapeze.” As you swing back and
forth you are more comfortable and confident.
But just as you have it mastered, “WHOOSH!”
— God throws another trapeze in your face
and says, “Grab it!”

Kenny Rodgers sang, “You’ve got to know
when to hold em’, know when to fold em.”

This is the challenge of living the Christian life. We
must hold on to what is most important, and let go
of whatever gets in the way of growth. We hold on
to Jesus’ self-giving on the cross and let go of our
preoccupation with our own well being. We hold on
to our pride and self-justifications, but our calling is
to apologize and forgive. We hold on to what
nurtures the good life, and let go of what keeps us
stuck— be it our possessions, priorities, or unre-
solved issues from our past. The church often clings
to traditions that served a valuable purpose in times
past, but no longer have life in them. New chal -
lenges require an adventuresome spirit and the
willingness to take risks while holding fast to the
essentials of faith. There are even times when we
must let go of what is good in order to embrace a
“higher” good.

We are designing worship and study experiences
during Lent that will help focus our worship theme.
The Lenten season will begin with an Ash
Wednesday service on February 17 at 6:30 P.M. in
the sanctuary. If you have not experienced Ash
Wednesday worship, I urge you to attend.
Scriptures and reflection questions will be posted in
the Refrigerator News to aid your preparation for
worship. On Sunday evenings at the church there
will be a study of Henri Nouwen’s book, The Return
of the Prodigal Son. Carolyn Egolf, Steve Clapp,
and yours truly will lead the study, and each session
will be preceded by a light supper. Details about
this study will be coming soon.

In the Church of the Brethren we cannot consider
Lent without thinking about Holy Week, especially
Maundy Thursday when we gather to follow Jesus’
example of washing feet, sharing the Agape meal,
and communion.

While it may not sound quite right to say I look
forward to worshiping with you during Lent, I am
confident that our times of prayer, worship, and
study will draw us closer to Jesus, to each other, and
the purposes for which the church exists. I strongly
encourage you to take advantage of the growth op-
portunities the church is providing.

The book describes a spiritual journey taken by Henri Nouwen
that began when he viewed a reproduction of Rembrandt’s
painting of the same name. Nouwen       explores the Gospel story
by examining the themes and personalities of the parable. Using
the painting as inspiration, Nouwen digs deeply into the parable
and into his own life to learn more about having a stronger      re-
lationship with God and others. We will gather together for a
light meal at 5:30 and meet at 6:30 for the study.  This will be an
excellent  opportunity for inviting family and friends to join with
you during this most holy time in the life of the church.

Spring Classes will offer a great variety of learning.

Beginning March 7, all adults are invited to join a spring
Sunday school elective class.  Three classes will be available:
“Hymns and Songs of the Bible,” “Understanding the Book of
Revelation”and “Breaking Free: Making Liberty in Christ a Re-
ality in Life” by Beth Moore.

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The catastrophic devastation to Port-au-Prince, the
capital of Haiti, from last night’s earthquake has left
millions homeless, thousands injured, and untold numbers
have died," reports Roy Winter, executive director of
Brethren Disaster Ministries. “The Church of the
Brethren has three congregations in the heavily impacted
areas. Thus, we anticipate many Church of the Brethren
families have lost homes, friends, and possibly loved
ones.”

Brethren Disaster Ministries will be working with
Global Mission Partnerships and the Haitian Brethren
congregations on a long-term response to this earthquake,
Winter reported. “In the coming days we will combine
our efforts with other organizations to provide emergency
relief. We anticipate humanitarian needs in the heavily
impacted areas and along the border of the Dominican
Republic as Haitians try to seek assistance in their
neighboring country. Of great concern is that civil unrest
and violence may once again erupt as people become des-
perate for water, food, and shelter,” he said.

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Winter Weather has arrived!

Here are two things you may want to know about snow, ice and
Sunday worship services.

1)  We don’t often call off church because there are at least
some people who can come. If the weather issevere enough to
cancel church, this information will go out to the TV stations,
especially Channel 15 and through the prayer chains.  If you are
in doubt, it is fine to call the home of a staff member, the
moderator or the board chair to ask.

2)  Every effort is made to keep the church parking lot and
sidewalks as clear as possible. If you feel uncertain about walking
on the lot or the sidewalk, call ahead and we will try to have
volunteers to escort you into church.  Also, using our funds wisely
means that there must be at least 2” of snow on the parking lot
before it is plowed.

When the snow is falling and the cold winds are blowing and boots, hats and gloves are the
required attire of the day, try to remember that March 20th is the first day of spring!
